If needed, resolutions committee or a 
subcommittee may meet again to review 
resolutions, recommend action to State Board 

February-March 
Board of Managers recommends disposition of 
resolutions 

March 
Originators are notified of State Board action 

May 
Originator speaks to resolution 

at hearings and on floor 
Delegate debate
